In your teaching show
integrity, seriousness 8and soundness of speech
that cannot be condemned, so that those who op-
pose you may be ashamed because they have noth-
ing bad to say about us. Titus 2 NIV

from a warped and non Godly origin, perspectives
and understandings.

The self worth, image and value of our young

people is questioned daily by the moral code

thrusted at them by the media, peers and even
by the curriculum at school.

By looking at what it means to be a Women of
God, or a Man of God, the role of the genders
in the church, sexuality and what the bible says
about marriage we hope to install a framework
of truths upon which a teen can make wise Godly
choices as there horizons are broadened and ex-
posure to wider society increased.

Shindig is an opportunity for boys to be boys,
girls to be girls and to learn what the bible
says that really means. A time of fun, learning,
growing and equipping a generation who have a
hard counter cultural battle on there hands.
Standing with them as a church, as leaders in
prayer teaching and practise encouraging them to
blossom into the man or women of God, they have
the potential to be.

NO! The weekend schedule covers the real issues be-
hind purity such as self worth, gender roles, mar-
riage and identity in Christ. You will have by now
hopefully seen the promo video, if not search “shin
Dig 2010” into YouTube.

is of a sexual nature. The questions written on the
boards were in response to a question a bit like the
following; “If you’re Youth Leader wanted to put on a
weekend of teaching on relationships, purity, gender
roles and wether God thinks the sexes are different,
what one question would you want answered?”.

all asked overtly sexual questions at first glance but
all of the questions carry a hidden message, and it’s
this message we seek to address;

“why do I feel self conscious”

exposed to”

“Who will ever want to marry silly old me?”
